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Curriculum

We pride ourselves in planning and delivering 

a high quality broad and balanced curriculum 

across all key stages. Our curriculum provides 

for all abilities, challenging the most able and 

developing skills, knowledge and talents for all 

groups of students.
 

Through creative, inspirational teaching our students are able to hone in on their 

strengths and develop skills in areas where they may be less confident. This 

enables all students to acquire knowledge and progress to their very best ability. 

Students entering Year 7 follow a common curriculum in all ability groups for the 

majority of  subjects. As well as Physical Education, Personal and Social Education 

they study:

 
 
 

At the end of  Year 8 our students choose their options which they like 

to study for GCSE. The vast majority of  students study the English 

Baccalaureate at Key Stage 4. To achieve the English Baccalaureate, 

students must achieve a Level 4 or above in English, mathematics, science 

and a chosen humanities and modern foreign language option. 

After Key Stage 4 our students move on to our very highly successful  

Sixth Form where they will study four subjects at AS Level in Year 12 and 

three subjects in Year 13. The majority of  students move on to university.

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At Bentley Wood High School we believe 

that setting challenging but attainable targets 

provides our students with extra impetus to 

achieve their individual best. 

Students are assessed at regular intervals to check progress and 

achievements against their minimum targets. Each term parents and carers 

receive an assessment summary that tracks achievements and other aspects 

which impact on performance, including attendance and punctuality. 

We have a dedicated professional overseeing the standards and welfare of 

students who are gifted and/or talented. They are supported with accelerated 

learning, challenging extension activities, and leadership training.  We believe all 

students have the ability to become exceptional leaders in their chosen fields. 

Student leadership

At Bentley Wood High School we support leadership at all levels and students 

have numerous opportunities to develop their leadership skills and qualities. In 

addition to our extremely active Student Council, we have groups of leaders in 

a number of curriculum subjects and school development areas. For example: 

Learning Leaders; Creative Leaders, Digital Leaders, STEM Leaders, Sports 

Leaders, Global Leaders and Media Leaders.

Partnerships

directly with students in Jamaica whilst supporting them with funds to build a new school.

Our Learning Environment

Bentley Wood High School have one of 

the best sites in London located on the 

greenbelt next to Bentley Priory set in 27 

acres of woodland and fields that provide an 
exceptional learning environment. 

The school is home to an all-weather cricket pitch, running tracks and space 

for numerous rounders pitches. Orienteering, golf, athletics and football are 

just a few of  the sports that take place in the grounds and our brand new 

netball and tennis courts enable us to host local tournaments. 

The school occupies a modern building which has been refurbished over 

recent years to an excellent standard. The main building is supplemented 

by additional modern accommodation providing our students with superb 

facilities. In addition to this we are building brand new classrooms in a state 

of  the art three storey building, alongside this a sports hall is also being 

constructed with excellent facilities.  

At Bentley Wood High School we expect all students to respect their 

environment and we are continually seeking to improve the school buildings 

in order to provide a safe and pleasant place for students and staff  to work 

together and develop their talents.

Enrichment to support academic studies is a crucial part of  the girls 

development post 16. Our Sixth Form students provide a very important  

role through their inspirational work with the community and beyond.  

They benefit greatly from time spent at lectures, university days and 

learning skills such as providing First Aid. We believe that this enables  

the girls to be fully educated with relevance and purpose to their current 

and future learning.
