Curriculum

We pride ourselves in planning and delivering
a high quality broad and balanced curriculum
across all key stages. Our curriculum provides
for all abilities, challenging the most able and
developing skills, knowledge and talents for all
groups of students.

Through creative, inspirational teaching our students are able to hone in on their
strengths and develop skills in areas where they may be less confident. This enables
all students to acquire knowledge and progress to their very best ability.

Students entering Year 7 follow a common curriculum in all ability groups for the
majority of subjects. As well as Physical Education, Personal and Social Education
they study:

English Design technology, food and textiles Art
Mathematics Geography Drama
Science History Music

Computing Two languages in Year 7 and 8 Religious studies

At the end of Year 8 our students choose their options which they like

to study for GCSE. The vast majority of students study the English
Baccalaureate at Key Stage 4. To achieve the English Baccalaureate,
students must achieve a Level 4 or above in English, mathematics, science
and a chosen humanities and modern foreign language option.

After Key Stage 4 our students move on to our very highly successful
Sixth Form where they will study four subjects at AS Level in Year 12 and
three subjects in Year 13. The majority of students move on to university.
